3    Information Centre:

2     Pump Out:

      There was no new news to report. The group was awaiting a committee (SCRC) report.

3     Enigma:

      John reported that September had been the best trading month to date while October had been the worst. He reported that the Community Donation Box had raised $ 657.35 for community organizations to date. The group was looking into becoming an Incorporated body.

4     RSL:

     Ted reported that the Remembrance Day assembly would take plaace at 10.30 am and the remembrance ceremony would commence at 11 am in the RSL Park. He reported on the Link Kit and procedures which involved  relatives of service men wearing medals  at observance functions.

5     Shay:

     Greta reported that the Shay  Group had a very successful day at the Mapleton Markets . There had been a great deal of interest and that  $ 160.00 had been raised through donations.

6     Blackall Range Care Group:       No report was presented.

7     Mapleton Hall and Sports Ground:

      Report attached. Lindsay reported that the Tennis Group had been successful with a grant of $ 39,000.00.

General Business:

1     Community Survey:

       President , Andrew , reported that most of the responses to the Survey had been recorded and that the Community initiatives outlines previously had been drawn from that summary. Many other responses would be addressed with the appropriate people . It is appropriate , the community now has  a summary of the issues that interested Mapleton residents  thought should be addressed in the future.

      Community responses where still being reviewed.

2     Enigma's Renting Agreement:

      After a meeting with Enigmas and Committee representatives  and after reviewing trading to date a change in the original proposal was suggested.

     It was proposed that the $ 250.00 per month + 5 % of sales  be replaced by a rental of $ 330.00 per month + 75% of the electricity costs to  TOSH . ....One of the deciding factors was that the electricity account had risen by over 100% recently.

     Moved  Charles Thomson seconded Eve Kerr that the change in the agreement be made. ...carried.

    The renting agreement has now been signed .  [ 03 November , 2008 ]

3    Items from the floor ---Mapleton Infrastructure:

......State of  public toilets :  The SCRC had been contacted re reports that the toilets at RSL park needed attention. This matter has been dealt with and all now seems suitable.

.....Toilet signs do not seem to be pointing in the correct direction.

.....Signs need to be provided to direct public to The Old School House.

.....Toilets at the Lilyponds require work and immediate attention. The privacy screen has been vandalized.

.....Sign at the Lilyponds gate needs attention [ viz.  ....cleaning ]

.....Duration  of lighting at the Lilyponds  requires attention Should they be turned off at an earlier hour ?

.....Sign to Nambour at the Delicia Road intersection requires some thought. Ted reported that  , at this time , it is confusing visitors.

4     Cr. Paul Tatton , Sunshine Coast Regional Council:

1     Retirement Living....SCRC personnel will visit Mapleton on 12 November to investigate possible suitable sites.

A meeting will be held at TOSH on 18 November , at 9 am , to discus  future course of action. Interested parties are invited. SCRC will put forward their guidelines.

2     Lilyponds:  Question was asked if the lilies had been replanted ? Paul did not know .

                          The matter of slime [ algae ] was raised. . It was pointed out that maintenance of the area would have to be maintained for the redeveloped Lilyponds.

3     Delicia Road was in very poor condition. Although recent work had been done , the surface broke up very quickly.

4     PO Road parking ....over the yellow “ don't park “ line. Could the “ No Parking “ sign be returned and replaced on its original site  as the general situation is now unsafe ?

5     Paul was asked if a brochure could be developed for Mapleton much the same as the one for Teewantin . An example  was given to him.

6     Had any more thought been given to the development of a light industrial area  in  the  Mapleton area ? This item was highlighted in the recent Madca Community Survey.

7     From Paul ....The SCRC Plan will evolve . [ No date supplied ]

8     A meeting regarding progress on the Pump Out will be held in the coming week.

9     A question was asked who MADCA  should contact re its  existing lease.  Barbara Newell/Paul Brockwell.

10    Forestry Hut...The State Government are about to appoint SCRC as trustee of the Hut. The Sunshine Coast Vietman Vets will take up a peppercorn lease ,through the SCRC ,of the building once required work has been completed.

11    State of Mapleton-Nambour Connection Road:  It was reported that this road is in urgent  need of repair. Paul suggested that MADCA , as a community organization , write to Peter Wellington MP and bring the situation to his attention. CC letters be sent to Warren Pitt and Paul Tatton. [ Andrew to action letter ]
