MADCA MONTHLY GENERAL MEETING HELD ON 2 DECEMBER 2009 7:30pm

The meeting was opened at 7:30pm by the Meeting Chairman, David Penrose.

The attendance and apologies are as noted in the Attendance Book.

The minutes of the previous meeting were moved to be accepted by Debbie Holly and seconded by Mark Frawley.  There was no business arising

Correspondence In/Out:

A flyer from Slow Food was tabled and distributed around the members of the meeting.  A Christmas card has been received from Rod and Toni.  There was no outward correspondence.  Inward correspondence was accepted, moved by Valerie Zwart and second by Celia East.  All were in favour.

Treasurer's Report: 

Fay presented the report with an opening balance of $10,822.57 with an income of $553.00 and outgoings of $1,075.33 leaving a closing balance of $10,300.24.  Moved to accept report by Fay, seconded by Debbie.  Celia asked if the lopping account of Rod Milner was above the quote price, but no in fact it was just below.
5.
Councillor Paul Tatton: (between 8.2 and 8.3 - apologised for lateness)

· Dog leash issues already covered.  The park land at the top of the Mapleton Hill coming into town will have a low level investigation to do something nice with this area, but no annuals, drought only plants to give colour to entrance to Mapleton.  The Council will also look at the land on the left hand side to even it up. Peter Wellington and Paul continue to lobby the Minister for Main Road regarding the Nambour-Mapleton Road upgrade.  Paul also suggested that individuals and MADCA keep sending letters through to keep up the pressure.
· Nambour Alive event is happening at 9:30am on 2/12 and Paul tabled various brochures to the meeting. Also tabled brochures on water restrictions and helpful hints on how to save water.


Questions:

· David:  Any news/update on the lilypond expenditure budget?  Paul had sent a report and will follow up. 
· David: asked about the possibility of getting a power point installed near the seat at the Lily ponds below the bowls club.  Paul said he could investigate- it depends if there is a light pole nearby or power source.

· Lindsey Wareham:  Had been to Nambour town centre and it looks great finished, a vast improvement.
· Jo McCosker:  Has anything been done about the seat in front of Sherwell's?  Paul is going to investigate.  It will cost rate payers to change the seat around but before it is done Council want to monitor the situation.  There followed various interjections from the floor and discussion and it was widely felt that the Council should move the seat.  Paul also confirmed there could be no "shelter" erected, as talked about at last month's meeting.

· Ted McCosker:  Ted outlined the positioning of water tanks and once the restrictions are imposed felt that if SCRC was "fair dinkum" they need to look at the little rules and regulations and prepare to relax their decisions.

Dates for June have changed to the long weekend to coincide with Open Gardens event by their invitation.  Need a sign down with our fund raising target on it.

General Business and Discussions

8.1
By Laws:  David explained the by-laws to the meeting for getting things into order to operate more professionally and correctly. Mapleton Infrastructure:


(A)  Silting in Lilyponds:  Fay had a meeting with Paul and Andrew who met with Brian Freeman regarding the silting on the pond by TOSH.  The old log has finally "died" and will be removed and so was moved by Valerie Zwart and seconded by Ted McCosker.  SCRC will dig out the silting in the little pond and over the road underneath the Obi Obi Road bridge.


(B)  Dog Leash Area:  Mark moved to form a sub-committee but this was not agreed to.  After general discussion it was felt that the old play ground area was good for small dogs as 90% fenced in, close to road, close to toilets with seating for owners to watch their dogs.  Paul pointed out that there were regulations in place for dogs not on a leash and has asked Council to do investigations to convert the old playground into an appropriate dog leash free area.  Jane Bartman asked if the playing fields could be utilised.  Mark agreed to collect information and will report back at the February meeting.
