Overview
David welcomed Joyce Simpson and thanked everybody for their efforts. An update was emailed out during the week to the committee members.  Summary:- good headline in The Range News by Paul Tatton in his column, and good wrap in TRN by Editor Scott Nicol the week before.  David spoke to Paul yesterday about the grant application.  Paul indicated that letters were being sent out to applicants.
SCRC Market Application
David has been talking with Barbara Greenlees at Council regarding using the southern side of the Lilyponds (adjoining FishTales) for market.  He has emailed her a map with overview of what the committee wants.  Barbara has said to hold off putting in full application (which theoretically has a 6 week timeline) until they get back to us.  They will have specific questions that we can address when we put in the full application.

SCRC Grant Application
We will have to put in another funding application next year.  David withdrew the current application as event approval was required by last Friday.  

SCRC Mapleton Event
The Council is holding a “promote Mapleton and SCRC” on Thursday 4th December 3 – 6pm in the Bowling Club car park.  Council will be showcasing services along with a HOT FM live broadcast.  Markets will not be part of this.  This has nothing to do with the Opening of the renovated LilyPonds.
MADCA
At the recent MADCA executive meeting supporting the Mapleton Market was identified as one of 6 recommendations to present to MADCA at the next meeting on 3rd November.  Great Walks in September 2009 which we will try to organize Markets for.  Focus to combine other community events with our market.
Publicity
Next thing to do is get rolling with publicity.  Promote location to be Fishtales by the LilyPonds to start with.  Hopefully Council will allow use of land beside Fishtales.  Could have hay man on gravel pad with truck, Fishtales car park, strip of land beside Fishtales to be used.  No vehicle access to be allowed on LilyPonds land & grassed areas.  There is plenty of room for expansion.  Keep it close to road for walk in traffic.  Parking will be diffused.   No road closures or alcohol.
Promotion
Joyce to do posters for Markets as well as library (enjoz@westnet.com.au).  They will be put up on public forums and notice boards around Mapleton, Flaxton, Montville & Nambour. Rose Lee working on logo’s.  Lindsay following up Logo.  Have it ready for our meeting next week (Tuesday).  Combined library book sale and markets.  Coffee Club News provide free promotion.  Newspapers:- Range News, Range Review, Hinterland Times, Nambour Weekly, Sunshine Coast Daily, Mary Valley Voice,  Cooroy paper.  Put it up on local Websites.   ABC radio.  Our Brisbane site.  Blackall Range tourism, John Akins - bed and breakfasts.  Information centres.   Radio Rhema to do interview.

Banner
Margaret to do- Mapleton Xmas Market.  Ask school for use of sign board.  Extra signage in form of banners.  $80 each from sign fellow in Nambour.  A Frame with advertising – could it be put into middle of island near corner of Obi Obi Road and Mapleton.  Could we put a sign up on Flaxton Winery?  Need signage on Mapleton - Montville Road for tourists.
Stall ideas and entertainment
Wine merchants, Morris Dancers (great idea work out logistics later), Live music.  Stall holders from the last market to do next one.  Nerida has list of new people to be approached.  SHAG contacted and will probably have a stall.  Celtic Jewellery and plaques etc.  Elizabeth Cook at Flaxton interested in massage.  Helen & Paul Viney – candles (shady spot).  Grace – Tarot.  Jewellery – glass blowing.  Strawberries & avo’s.  Leather goods.  Mirrors – Steve Bayliss.  Rosie Cooper , leadlighting.  Artificial flowers.  Fire Brigade ask if they want to have a sausage sizzle.  P & C to be asked if they want to participate.  Maleny Cheese interested but need power for van.

Raffle Sales
Promote painting raffle sales at shop again.  Check on free Saturday mornings. (Nerida)

Stall Holders Guidelines
Make a set of guidelines for stallholder and for determining how can have a stall.

1. Limit to 2 of each different stall.  Preferably 1 of each.  If same, ie. Plants – put into categories like native, proteas, seedlings etc.

2. No pre-payments – money on day.

3. Quality – no trash and treasure.
4. Local artisans first, then further afield.

5. Must ring and book a stall, not just turn up on the day.
6. Stall holders must be responsible for their own insurance

7. Must provide own tent and tables and chairs

8. If selling food and preparing, must relevant permits/certificates.

9. Do we have a form to fill out for stallholders?

10. Each stall to clear up their area afterwards.
