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Mapleton Market Stall Holders Guidelines
Overview
Mapleton Community Market operates on a seasonal basis four times per year.  The objectives are to develop community, local business and showcase local talents, products and produce.
1. Limit to 2 stall holders selling the same product to ensure profitability of the stall holder.  Preferably 1 of each.  If same, ie. Plants – put into categories like native, proteas, seedlings etc.

2. Stalls are $15 per site.  No pre-payments.   Payments made on the day.  Receipts will be issued for all payments.

3. Stalls are to be quality merchandise, preferably local produced, new (or recycled). – no trash and treasure.
4. Local artisans first, then further a field.

5. Stall bookings are essential and there is an application form.  Phone Nerida Roberts on 0412 705 749.  Stall holders arriving on the day will be rejected.
6. Stall holders must be responsible for their own insurance and local/state government permits/licences.
7. Must provide own tent and tables and chairs.
8. If selling food and preparing, must relevant permits/certificates.

9. Each stall to clear up their area afterwards taking all rubbish with them.

10. Must not damage the market site or release liquids or other wastes.
