Minutes of Meeting for Mapleton Markets

Overview of Last Meeting:

As there were a number of people present who were unable to attend the last meeting, David gave an overview of what was discussed and the outcomes.  In summary the main outcomes which were voted on at that meeting were:  Day of Market – Sunday; Preferred Venue – Mapleton State School;  Frequency – 4 times a year.

School Venue

Kym Scott (Mapleton SS P&C) advised that the Principal was very supportive of the idea and would like to discuss the matter further as there are Departmental guidelines which need to be met for this to be a reality.  David had a second meeting with Jenny Clarke (Principal) and tabled a document she provided outlining the use of school facilities by the community and accountability requirements.
Some of the concerns for the school were what facilities would the markets be using, how big would the market be, parking, security, electricity, cleaning, toilets, damage.  The school is requesting a clearer plan of what the proposal would look like before agreeing to the grounds being used for the market.  

There was further discussion around the School Fair in September and how the market could link into that activity.  The general consensus was to keep the two events separate (Fathers day would be the Sunday after the school fair which was also considered unsuitable).
Market Theme
It was agreed that the markets would be seasonal e.g. Summer, Winter, Autumn and Spring, and could be named the Mapleton Seasonal Market.  The season would become the theme.
There were also ideas around having a market when the Lilly Pond has been completed and having a tree planning of maple trees.  David said he would talk to Paul Tatton about the completion and combining the official opening with our event.

Other activities around Mapleton were discussed and how the market could link into those activities eg.  Mapleton Day, Poet’s Breakfast.  Perhaps this becomes a festival/event with a market attached.
Alternate Venue

If the school venue did not work out it was discussed how the market could be run around the village and on various vacant parcels of land.  Issue around access to the land and insurance were discussed. ACTION:  A group from the meeting are meeting after the Anzac Ceremony on Friday 25th at the Daily Grind at 10.30am to look at this option.  Nerida undertook to speak to John Brady regarding the ownership of the vacant land around the village.

Postage of Minutes

Elizabeth from the Mapleton Post Office kindly offered to slot the minutes of the meetings into peoples boxes for those who do not have email.

Auspicing

The issue of auspicing was raised again.  The hall were OK about it but we require a formal letter outlining the agreement.  It was also raised that it might be more appropriate for MDCA to undertake the auspicing.  ACTION:  Kym Scott will talk to MDCA re the auspicing of the markets.  This could aid insurance issues because the school and the hall are specific geographic areas, where-as MADCA is not.

Web Page

David reported that he had met with Scott Cooper about the web page.  Scott has already registered a domain name called mapleton-market.net and we can put information up on this site.

General

It was further emphasised that the Mapleton Market initiative must encompass existing groups and work together with the community and businesses to create win/win outcomes for everybody.  The more we look at it the more this fits under the MADCA umbrella.  Another point to consider is it takes a similar effort to organise a small event to that taken to organise a large event so why not think big.
Finally, we welcome ideas/suggestions or input from anybody at any time.
